underneath, maybe there is another perspective)

Say more than one thing, about one thing: make links 
not only (is this true), but also (this other thing

is important)

Having discussed….It is also important to consider….
Whilst...it is also important to recognise...

The previous point about...yet I want to move onto...

Some people think...however, I believe
It could be argued that...however....

Possibly, the writer may be suggesting that...yet....
The (text) might imply that...although a closer

consideration reveals....

might...could...possibly..
perhaps...if...it might imply that...

it could be that...possibly...
it seems as if...

BECAUSE. . .BUT. . .SO
