The value of retrieval practice

“ I still feel quite a novice with it. But I’ve learned quickly about how it can impact my students. It’s a diagnostic 
programme that gets into the corners of subject knowledge and guides students to be precise and accurate  
in their English skills.”

Feedback and self-reflection

“ It’s very attractive visually and the auto-marking means they 
get instant feedback, which allows them to go the next step 
with the feedback, diagnosis and response.

With some students having limited support and monitoring at home, Anita thinks engagement is vital.

The role of teachers
